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How to Virtualize a Mac®

Micro servers such as the Apple Mac Pro® 6,1 or the Intel NUC can be virtualized in
vSphere environments with VMware ESXi™. They have sacrificed PCle slots, storage
connectivity and expansion potential for their smaller footprint. Thunderbolt™
connectivity with ATTO ThunderLink® adapters is the answer for a VMware Ready™
approved storage connectivity solution.

The following is a step-by-step guide to virtualize Apple Mac® hardware. ATTO offers
this guide with no guarantees and with the understanding that the user is responsible
for knowledge of and adherence to any licensing parameters, terms and conditions.

Step 1: CONSIDERATIONS BEFORE YOU BEGIN

« Planning ahead is critical to successfully virtualizing Mac hardware. With careful
and thoughtful preparation, installation of VMware ESXi can be a straight
forward process.

« Make note of what you will need from the host before taking any steps and collect
the resources needed. Back up macOS® on your Mac Pro before installing ESXi.
Verify the backup.

« Make note of what additional drivers you may need to embed into the ESXi
installation ISO and acquire them.

« You will need to create a macOS bootable installer to use for your VMs (if this is
the macOS version you will install prior to installing ESXi). This will be created on a
flash drive in the next step. If you are unfamiliar with this process, please review the
instructions from Apple support before proceeding.

Step 2: CReATE BOOTABLE MACOS MEDIA

+ You will need to log into a macOS system which still has the install dmg available.
Note that where you see a reference to a macOS version in the script below, such as
Sierra.app, it can changed to the version you are using (for example, replace Sierra.
app with ElCapitan.app).

« Connect the flash drive. At least 12GB of available storage space is recommended.

+ Run all of the commands below in Terminal. The system may report the ISO is too
large for the flash drive upon completion. To resolve this issue, format the USB
stick as exFat with RUFUS. This should allow you to move the ISO from the Mac to
the machine you are using as a host for macOS on the VM install.

hdiutil attach /Applications/Install\ macOS\ Sierra.app/Contents/SharedSupport/InstallESD.dmg -noverify -nobrowse -mountpoint /

hdiutil attach /tmp/Sierra.cdr.dmg -noverify -nobrowse -mountpoint /Volumes/install_build

asr restore -source /Volumes/install_app/BaseSystem.dmg -target /Volumes/install_build -noprompt -noverify -erase

rm /Volumes/OS\ X\ Base\ System/System/Installation/Packages

cp -rp /Volumes/install_app/Packages /Volumes/OS\ X\ Base\ System/System/Installation/

cp -rp /Volumes/install_app/BaseSystem.chunklist /Volumes/OS\ X\ Base\ System/BaseSystem.chunklist

cp -rp /Volumes/install_app/BaseSystem.dmg /Volumes/OS\ X\ Base\ System/BaseSystem.dmg

hdiutil detach /Volumes/install_app

hdiutil detach /Volumes/OS\ X\ Base\ System/

hdiutil convert /tmp/Sierra.cdr.dmg -format UDTO -o /tmp/Sierra.iso

mv /tmp/Sierra.iso.cdr ~/Desktop/Sierra.iso

Step 3: VMWARE MEDIA PREPARATION

« Download the VMware ESXi installation I1SO you wish to use. You can use ESXi-
Customizer or ESXi-Customizer-PS to embed the drivers you want or need into it.
Please read the online documentation for ESXi-Customizer and/or ESXi-Customizer-
PS before proceeding.

« Depending on the version of ESXi you want to use and the Mac Pro you may need
to embed a SATA driver or possibly an Ethernet driver. Please be certain you are
embedding the drivers you need before proceeding.

« If you are going to create ESXi media with drivers for ATTO ThunderLink Fibre
Channel or SAS adapters (so that you can install to a remote LUN), you will want
to do that in this step. The ATTO ThunderLink Ethernet devices will appear as Intel
or Mellanox adapters with embedded drivers.

+ Once you have the ISO completed, you can use RUFUS to create a bootable flash
drive to boot the host. NOTE: If you are installing ESXi 6.5 or a version that DOES
NOT prefer the vmklinux drivers, there may be extra steps involved. See the section
“Caveats” below.

Step 4: ESXI INSTALLATION

« Hold the ALT key if you are using a non-Mac keyboard as you power on a Mac Pro
with a flash drive inserted into a USB slot. This lets you choose which drive to use as
a boot device.

« Follow the prompts and install as you would any other host.

« NOTE: The host NIC 0 is the NIC on the right and NIC 1 is the NIC on the left of a
Mac Pro 6,1. It is recommended that you use vCenter and add the host to your
datacenter.

Step 5: CReaTING THE VM

« The process of VM creation follows the normal procedure.

+ Select”“Other” as the OS when creating a VM and select the exact version of macOS
you will be creating, or the latest version of macOS listed if you are installing a later
version.

Step 6: INsTALLING MACOS

« OPTION 1: upload the macOS ISO to a datastore and mount it to the VM.

« OPTION 2: Use a local mounted CD-ROM and assign the ISO to the VM to install
the macOS instance.

« NOTE: Assigning the virtual CD can be accomplished from the vCenter VM console
viewer for that VM.

CAVEATS

1. No Directpath 10. ESXi can not push hardware directly to macOS.

2. Sometimes Apple changes drivers. If the ESXi installer cannot see the SATA drive or
the NIC on your initial install, it’s likely that the base drivers with ESXi cannot see the
hardware. To troubleshoot this try a different (newer or older) version of ESXi. When
the hardware appears and the problem is resolved, simply upgrade to the newer
ESXi version.

3. 6.5 and the vmklinux issue. If you try to install on ESXi 6.5 where the vmklinux is
not enabled by default (meaning the installer wants to use all native drivers) you
will need to modify the install media. This could be the issue if the install fails at
different points (usually between the initial load and the actual install).

To counteract and resolve* try the following procedure from William Lam at

Virtually Ghetto:

a. Use an unzip (you can use 7Zip) program to open the ISO installer.

b. There will be 2 files to edit. They are in the root of the ISO boot.cfg and
/efi/boot/boot.cfg

¢. Inthese files will be a line (close to the top) that says “kernelopt=runweasel”.
You will need to append this line so that it says “kernelopt=runweasel
preferVmklinux=True".

d. Once you have saved the changes, re-make the ISO with an ISO creator and you
should be able to boot using this ISO file and the previously mentioned steps.
