Overview
This guide covers hardware, software installation, and basic setup procedures. The following equipment and software needed for the
installation:

¢ XstreamCORE ET 8100T Intelligent Bridge

*  Power cord and power brick

*  Ethernet cable to attach to the management port (MP1)

¢ SASLTO tape drive(s)*

¢ SAS cables

* Ethernet Data Cables (LC optical or Cat 6+) depending on the 8100T model.

\/ XstreamCORE ET 8100T supports up to 4 SAS Tape drives either as standalones units (or) in a tape library.

Install the XstreamCORE 8100T

1. Place the XstreamCORE 8100T on a stable flat surface.
2. Record the serial number, default username, and default password located on the bottom of the unit.

3. Ifinstalling the XstreamCORE into a rack using ATTO's FlexRack, please refer to the FlexRack Installation Guide for more information on

installation.

4. Connect the Ethernet Management Port on the XstreamCORE to your ethernet network (or) local machine via ethernet.

5. Connect the Ethernet Data Port(s) on the XstreamCORE using the SFPs provided. These will either be Optical SFP+ (or) Copper RJ45,
depending on the model purchased.

6.  Connect the SAS LTO tape drive(s) to the SAS port on the XstreamCORE with the appropriate SAS cable. Refer to the Cabling section in
the XstreamCORE Product Installation and Operations Manual. Power ON the tape drive(s) (or) library.

7. Plug-in the XstreamCORE to a proper AC outlet using the AC power cords and adapter provided.

(ﬂ’ Power is automatically supplied to the XstreamCORE unit when plugged into an AC outlet. The PWR LED visible on the rear
panel will turn green when power is applied to the unit.

'(/ The power source must be connected to a protective earth ground and comply with local electrical codes. Improper
grounding may result in an electrical shock (or) damage to the unit.

\J Wait for up to two minutes to allow the XstreamCORE to power up. The RDY LED visible on the rear panel will turn green,
indicating that the bridge has completed its power-on self-test sequence and is ready for use.

Login to the XstreamCORE 8100T Web Interface

The XstreamCORE is configured initially with static IP. You may connect the management port (MP1) to a computer on the same subnet (or)
directly attach to the computer.

Q, If connected directly from the management port to the computer change the IP address of the host computer port
connected to the 8100T to 192.168.0.2 and subnet mask to 255.255.255.0

The default management port address for the 8100T is 792.768.0.7

1. Launch a supported web browser. Refer to the release notes for supported browsers.
2. Type the default IP address of the 8100T in the browser:

3. Onthe login screen, enter the default username and password. You may save this password for future use.

Once the firmware update is complete, click on ‘Reboot’ to enable the new firmware.

6.  Itis recommended to wait for 2 minutes after the reboot to refresh the browser and, then re-login to the 8100T.

Select the ‘Ethernet’ tab.

Review MP1 for management port 1, DP1 for Data Port 1, (or) DP2 for Data Port 2.

Change the IP address, subnet mask, and gateway of the management port or the data ports, accordingly.

You may change from static IP to DHCP, if desired. Ensure that you have access to the DHCP server in order to obtain the assigned
address.

. You can change the default MTU size of the Data Port(s) from 9000 to 1500, if needed.

6. Select ‘Save Changes’ to automatically save your changes. No reboot is required.
